•	 Worries about drugs or alcohol
•	 Knowing your rights
•	 Worries or concerns around health and wellbeing

An Engage 
Youth worker

Your Engage worker will  
arrange a place and time to 
meet with you on 3 sessions 
outside of custody to work  
on a personalised plan.

With support from your 
Engage worker you’ll 
be able to put your 
plan into action.

With your Engage worker 
you’ll review your progress 
and decide the next steps. 
This includes talking about 
other services that can help 
support you.
